II1. Application Requirements
A. Applicant Eligibility

Persons who fall under any one of categories 1 through 5 are eligible.

1. Persons who have completed or are expected to complete a 12-year curriculum of formal
school education (*1) in a country other than Japan by August 31, 2025.

2. Persons who have completed or are expected to complete a 12-year curriculum in Japan at
an international school designated by the Minister of MEXT (*2) by August 31, 2025.

3. Persons who hold or are expected to hold an International Baccalaureate, European
Baccalaureate, Abitur (Germany), Baccalauréat (France), or GCE A-Level (United Kingdom*3)
by August 31, 2025.

- 4. Persons who have completed or are expected to complete a 12-year curriculum at a
school accredited by WASC (Western Association of Schools and Colleges), CIS (Council of
International Schools), ACSI (Association of Christian Schools International), NEASC (New
England Association of Schools and Colleges), Cognia, or COBIS (Council of British
International Schools) by August 31, 2025.

5. Among those who do not fall under any one of categories 1 to 4 above, those who take the

individual eligibility screening conducted by the university and are regarded as eligible to apply
for the program by September 30, 2024.

*Please send an email to “XI. Contact Desk” by September 30 if you are not sure if you are

eligible or not.

*1. Persons from an international school might not fall under the eligibility 1 above. Please

ask “XI. Contact Desk” in case you are not sure if you are eligible to apply for the program
or not.

B. Conditions for Application

Conditions for application include a recommendation by the school principal or similar person,
and an English test score such as TOEFL, TOEIC, IELTS, or an equivalent test.

» English test

The required English levels are as follows:

- TOEFL (iBT): 61 or higher

- TOEIC (Listening & Reading): 600 or higher

- IELTS (Academic): 5.0 or higher

*Applicants whose language of instruction at the high school (upper secondary) level
was English for three years including the final year are not required to submit TOEFL,
TOEIC, or IELTS scores.

C. Application Fees
JPY17,000 in total
» You need to pay JPY4,000 via online application website when applying.

> If you pass the first stage screening, you need to pay JPY13,000 for the second stage
screening.

IV. Selection Method

Admissions screening procedures consist of two selection stages. Only those who passed the first
stage can proceed to the second stage.

A. First Stage Screening

A comprehensive evaluation of the submitted documents (qualification certificates, transcripts,
certificates of English ability, reference letter, study plan, and other supporting documents)

B. Second Stage Screening

Individual interviews will be conducted via Zoom or other teleconferencing system for applicants
who have passed the first stage screening. The interview will be used for an overall evaluation
of the applicant’s English abilities, basic academic knowledge in the field of specialization, and
desire to contribute to international social studies.



V. Application Procedures
A. Application Procedures

1. Online Application

> Select the “Department/Course”, “Program/Major” and “Admission Scheme” that you want
to apply for and click “Start my application”.

2. Submitting the “documents prepared by applicant”
> Submit the necessary documents following the guidance on the left sidebar.
> Some documents require typing the necessary information into TAO, and others require
submitting the documents by uploading PDF files.

3. Submitting the “documents prepared by person other than applicant”
* “Documents prepared by person other than applicant” are those submitted by a third

person based on a request by applicant through TAO.

» An applicant needs to send the PDF forms to the person in advance and ask them to
prepare the documents. Please see “VI. Application Documents” for details about the
forms.

> Please type the email address of the person and other necessary information, and click
“Request”.

4. Payment of examination fee
> Make a payment for the 1st stage screening (JPY4,000) via TAO. Payments can be made by
credit card only. *An administrative fee will be charged at the time of payment.

(Important Notes)
> Please make sure to click “Complete my application” to finish the process. Be noted
that you cannot change the contents of the application after you complete it.
» You don’t need to send anything via postal mail at the stage of applying. Only
those who passed the final exam will be required to submit the original copies of
“Qualification Certificate” and “Official Transcript” by August 31, 2025 (JST).

B. Application Period and Due Date (JST)
Online application website is available from October 23 to December 1 (5:00 pm), 2024.

It is necessary to complete the online registration, submitting necessary documents, and the
payment of examination fee for the first stage screening via TAO by the end of this period.

VIII. Admissions Procedures

A. Period for Admission Procedures
1. The period for the procedures is from April 7 to 21, 2025 (JST).
2. You need to complete the admission procedures within the above period.
*There are some documents to be sent via postal mail while the other items need to be

registered on the online admission procedures website. More details will be sent along
with the Letter of Acceptance.

B. Admission Fee and Tuition Fee
1. The standard admission fee is JPY282,000.
The tuition fee for the Fall Semester (JPY267,900) together with the tuition fee for the
Spring Semester (JPY267,900) amount to a total annual tuition fee of JPY535,800.
*In addition to the above, tuition fee for September (JPY44,650) is necessary to be paid
along with the fee for the first Fall Semester.

3. If any fees are revised at the time of admission or during enrollment, the new amounts will
be applied from the time of revision.

The University of Tsukuba offers the following scholarships in faculties offering English Programs.

Only students who have applied for English Programs can apply for this scholarship.

1. University of Tsukuba Student Support Scholarship “Tsukuba Scholarship”

The scholarship is provided for students with outstanding academic records. Eligible students will be selected

from applicants who have passed the entrance examination for each program and also from university

students who are currently enrolled in the program. The details of the scholarship are as follows:

Application Qualifications and Conditions

Applicants for this scholarship must fulfill the following conditions:

(1) Nationality: Applicants with non-Japanese nationalities.
Note: Applicants who have multiple citizenship with Japanese nationality and permanent residents
are also eligible.

(2) Applicants who, upon entering the University of Tsukuba, do not receive nor expect to receive a
scholarship or scholarships from any other scholarship-granting organizations or bodies for the
purpose of studying abroad.

(3) As a general rule, applicants who are certain to obtaina “Student” visa before entering Japan.

(4) Applicants who fulfill the qualifications for entering the Degree Programs in English in any of the
following undergraduate schools:
